1- The U.S. Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) recently 

launched VEText, a text messaging appointment-reminder 

system. 138 VA facilities are currently using the automated 

interactive text message system, which reminds Veterans of 

upcoming health care appointments, allowing them easily to 

confirm or cancel the event. Veterans can update their phone 

numbers during the check-in or check-out process for an 

appointment, at any kiosk or if they have a My HealtheVet 

Premium account at the My HealtheVet website.  

2- There are any number of life events that can result in an 

overpayment to the VA, and these can result in changes in 

the amount of benefits you are entitled to receive. It is 

important to let VA know whenever there is a change that 

could impact your benefits. Overpaid funds will be owed to 

VA, and those can often result in a deduction of the monthly 

benefit amount until the debt is repaid. Beneficiaries should 

check their eBenefits account to make sure the information is 

correct, and they should report as soon as possible any 

information that should be updated. This can either be done 

on the eBenefits web portal, or by calling 800-827-1000. 

3- The American Legion is collaborating with the Institute 

for Veterans and Military Families (IVMF), Syracuse 

University, Foresight CFO and the U.S. Small Business 

Administration to host a one-day course for aspiring women 

veteran and military spouse entrepreneurs. The Women-

4- "Welcome home," Vice President Mike Pence said 

recently to begin the "honorable carry" ceremony for the 

return of 55 transfer cases believed to contain the remains of 

American service members lost in what has been called the 

"Forgotten War." On the tarmac at Hickam Air Force Base, 

Hawaii, two Air Force C-17Globemasters were parked tail to 

tail, their huge aft hatches lowered. The two aircraft earlier 

Wednesday had taken aboard the 55 cases, each draped in 

the flag of the United Nations Command, at Osan Air Base 

in South Korea. Slowly, honor guards from all the services 

entered the C-17s and emerged with the cases, now draped in 

the flag of the United States. Each casket was carried by four 

service members, one of them giving a hushed cadence call. 

5-  VA officials strongly oppose the Blue Water Navy 

Vietnam Veterans Act (HR 299), which would extend Agent 

Orange disability benefits and health care to between 70,000 

and 90,000 veterans who served aboard ships in territorial 

waters off Vietnam during the war. Stay tuned for further 

developments. 

6- The Department of Veterans Affairs has begun 

implementing new provisions of the Harry W. Colmery 

Educational Assistance Act of 2017, better known as the 

"Forever GI Bill." In one of his first actions since taking the 

oath of office Monday, new VA Secretary Robert Wilkie 

said the provisions to expand GI Bill coverage were put into 

effect Aug. 1. The VA said the new provisions "will have an 

immediate and positive impact on veterans and their families 

using VA benefits to pursue their educational goals." "We 

are excited to get the word out about implementation of the 

provisions," Wilkie said in a statement. "From the day the 

Forever GI Bill was signed into law, VA, in collaboration 

with Veterans Service Organizations, state approving 

agencies and school certifying officials, has taken an 

expansive approach to ensure earned benefits are provided to 

veterans in a timely, high-quality and efficient way." The 

VA said 15 new provisions of the GI Bill went into effect 

Aug. 1, in addition to 13 that were already in place. Among 

the new provisions is one making recipients of the Purple 

Heart awarded on or after Sept. 11, 2001, eligible for 

full post-9/11 GI Bill benefits for up to 36 months, if they 

were not already entitled. Another new provision expands 

the "Yellow Ribbon Program," in which degree-granting 

institutions of higher learning can agree to make additional 

funds available to a veteran's education program without an 

additional charge to the GI Bill entitlement. The new 

provisions also allow additional Guard and Reserve service 

to count toward post-9/11 GI Bill eligibility. At a House 

Veterans Affairs Subcommittee on Economic Opportunity 

hearing last month, the VA said it had to overcome 

numerous Information Technology (IT) challenges to ready 

the new provisions to be put in place. "This is a complex, 

heavy-lift effort," retired Maj. Gen. Robert Worley II, 

director of VA education services, said in his testimony. The 

VA had hoped to begin implementation on July 16 but had to 

delay until August, he said. The VA estimated that putting 

systems in place to accommodate the new provisions would 

cost about $70 million.
